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Welcome to Career Choices!  This course will focus on identifying students’ career and work goals with the objective of preparing them for the competitive job market. Students prepare an EMPLOYMENT PORTFOLIO that will set them apart from other job applicants. Students will be required to attend meetings with their instructor on a weekly basis and complete the required computer projects. This course will focus on the linkage between individual capabilities and the job market.
Attendance:  All students are expected to attend all classes.  Individuals absent for 4 or more classes will be dropped from the class.  Carry Over:  Carry over students are required to complete the class within 2 grading periods and to meet instructor once a week.
Objectives of the Career Choices curriculum are:

1. To start students thinking about an ideal future.

2. To help students begin to answer the question “Who am I?” 

3. To help students answer the question “What do I want?” by considering their ideal lifestyle.

4. To instill an understanding of the costs of any given lifestyle—financial costs, as well as psychological costs and the costs in terms of commitment to a given career.

5. To have students look at the general characteristics they hope to find in a job before they begin considering a specific career.

6. To guide students in completing a three-step process to arrive at a career decision they will use for the remainder of the book.

7. To help students understand two important points about decision making—that not making a decision is making a choice, and that most decisions can be changed.
